LEADERSHIP STRAND

Creating a School With Character

Presented by Bob Steffes, Jefferson City Public Schools

Participants will receive detailed ideas on how to start a Character Education program and examples of activities currently being used including student recognitions, assemblies, school-wide programs, and student leadership activities.

Stormy, Cloudy, Humid:  How to Change the Daily Forecast

Presented by Bridgett Herrman, Fulton Academy

Participants will have the opportunity to discover how school culture impacts the entire school community and gain an understanding of how to enhance the school culture/climate in their individual educational settings.

No Shortcuts to Shared Leadership

Presented by Dorothy Winslow, Lexington School District

The workshop will provide the organizational history and change process of Lexington Middle School, and an opportunity for participants to share ideas and possible solutions.

Every Child Succeeds, Whatever it Takes, No Excuses

Make it Real – The M&M Chocolate Factory

With support from the National Science Foundation she has created a FASE-produced instructional television series, The Eddie Files, to create enthusiasm for mathematics among students.


Toliver’s exceptional classroom skills are clearly evident in the Peabody Award-winning PBS special Good Morning Miss Toliver that was produced by FASE Productions.
