A Way to Publish/ Make Public Student Work
A section of the hall outside of the classroom is designed to showcase 1-4 students (and their work) per week.

This Hall of Fame involves much more than posting student work. The author is showcased as much as the individual published work. This Hall of Fame includes:

· Meet the Author Display

· Favorite hobby/ “What you do for fun…”

· Ideal meal

· Favorite book/character

· Person the author most admires

· Plans for the future

· Review Blurbs (Short review/notices written by classmates)

· Author’s Photo

· Student’s Work (poems; essays; stories; plays; feature stories; research response paper)

***IMPORTANT DETAIL***

The Hall of Fame can be maintained by a group of students whose responsibility is getting the information and keeping the display up to date. (The stronger the classroom the more the teacher delegates work and shifts responsibilities on to students.) 

***SECOND IMPORTANT DETAIL***

Making each student/writer famous is a major goal for a classroom teacher.
