Coding Competence: 

Cracking the code of the text


	· Clarify difficult words and concepts

	Meaning Maker

Semantic Competence:

Figuring out what the text means to the reader in current contexts (reading with the grain; uncritical consumption of texts)


	· Make and revise predictions

· Use existing knowledge to make connections

· Ask real life questions while reading

· Summarize and synthesize information when they read

· Monitor and repair their comprehension throughout the reading

	Text User

Pragmatic Competence:

Deciding the purpose for the text and the reading


	· Set purposes for their reading

· Identify the purposes of the author

· Identify/evaluate the role the text wants the reader to assume

	Text Critic

Critical Competence:

Analyzing what assumptions the text makes about them as readers and what assumptions they make about the text, its meaning, and its place in society
	· Identify the perspective(s) of the author

· Identify the perspective(s) not presented by the author

· Identify the role of the text in positioning the reader toward a particular perspective
