Vocabulary Trees

Often teachers report that a significant handicap students bring to the task of reading content-based material is the fact that students have limited semantic awareness. In the classic numeracy tale, A Grain of Rice, one grain of rice doubled quickly produces warehouses of rice. In an analogous way, understanding one vocabulary word can lead to the possession of a rich store of words. Teaching students semantic awareness requires teachers to teach vocabulary words in meaningful contexts. Vocabulary trees provide students with a useful schema and trains them to anticipate that when they meet a new word, there may be other related words that share the same tree.
